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The Covid19 pandemic has truly brought
our world to the new normal era. The fact that we have
to respect the social distance, and to see each
other less, has necessitated the creation of the new
environment that brings together the real and digital
world, stately the “metaverse”.

bringing justice for the people.

The Office of Justice Affairs (OJA) has also

OJA together with NIDA Poll have conducted a survey of 2,002 people’s opinion on “New
Measures to Prevent Serious Crime Recidivism” in June 2021. Here are some interesting results:

« More than 95% thinks than serious crime offenders should not be allowed to leave the prison
before completing their term of sentence.

» 50.95% states that there should be medical measures to prevent recidivism.

» 46.45% states that there should be probation measure for the serious crime ex-offenders for
a certain period i.e. for not more than 15 years after they left the prison.

e 42.91% states that there should be the order for imprisonment, or immediate imprisonment
after release if there is the risk of recidivism.

« 33.07% states that there should be warning messages for the community in which
ex-offenders plan to reside, while certain crime prevention measures might be imposed, considering
the seriousness of crime, criminal records, reasons for committing crimes, personal behaviors, victim’s
