Friedman defines ten “flatteners” that he sees as leveling the global playing field:

#1: Collapse of the Berlin Wall — 11/9/89: Friedman called the flattener, “When the walls came down, and
the windows came up.” The event not only symbolized the end of the Cold War, it allowed people from the
other side of the wall to join the economic mainstream. “11/9/89" is a discussion about the Berlin Wall com-
ing down, the “fall” of communism, and the impact that Windows powered PCs [personal computers) had
on the ability of individuals to create their own content and connect to one another. At that point, the basic
platform for the revolution to follow was created: IBM PC, Windows, a standardized graphical interface for
word processing, dial-up modems, a standardized tool for communication, and a global phone network.
##2: Netscape — 8/9/95: Netscape went public at the price of $28. Netscape and the Web broadened the au-
dience for the Internet from its roots as a communications medium used primarily by “early adopters and
geeks” to something that made the Internet accessible to everyone from five-year-olds to ninety-five-year-
olds. The digitization that took place meant that everyday occurrences such as words, files, films, music,
and pictures could be accessed and manipulated on a computer screen by all people across the world.
#3: Workflow software: Friedman's catch-all for the standards and technologies that allowed work to flow.
The ability of machines to talk to other machines with no humans involved, as stated by Friedman. Fried-
man believes these first three forces have become a “crude foundation of a whole new global platform for
collaboration.” There was an emergence of software protocols [SMTP — simple mail transfer protocol; HTML
— the language that enabled anyone to design and publish documents that could be transmitted to and read
on any computer anywhere) Standards on Standards. This is what Friedman called the “Genesis moment of
the flat world.” The net result “is that people can work with other people on more stuff than ever before.”
This created a global platform for multiple forms of collaboration. The next six flatteners sprung from this
platform.

#4: Uploading: Communities uploading and collaborating on online projects. Examples include open source
software, blogs, and Wikipedia. Friedman considers the phenomenon “the most disruptive force of all.”
##5: Outsourcing: Friedman argues that outsourcing has allowed companies to split service and manufac-
turing activities into components which can be subcontracted and performed in the most efficient, cost-
effective way. This process became easier with the mass distribution of fiber optic cables during the intro-
duction of the World Wide Web.

#6: Offshoring: The internal relocation of a company’s manufacturing or other processes to a foreign land

e = 3 to take advantage of less costly operations there. China’'s entrance in the WTO [World Trade Organization)
] allowed for greater competition in the playing field. Now countries such as Malaysia, Mexico, Brazil must

compete against China and each other to have businesses offshore to them.
#7: Supply-chaining: Friedman compares the modern retail supply chain to a river, and points to Wal-Mart

as the best example of a company using technology to streamline item sales, distribution, and shipping.
##8: Insourcing: Friedman uses UPS as a prime example for insourcing, in which the company’s employees
perform services — beyond shipping — for another company. For example, UPS repairs Toshiba computers

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Martin Luther

Martin Luther 10 November 1483 - 18
February 1546}, was a German professor
of theology, composer, priest, monk and a
seminal figure in the Protestant Reforma-
tion.

Luther came to reject several teachings
and practices of the Roman Catholic
Church. He strongly disputed the Catholic
view on indulgences as he understood it
to be, that freedom from God's punish-
ment for sin could be purchased with
money. Luther proposed an academic
discussion of the practice and efficacy of
indulgences in his Ninety-five Theses of
1517. His refusal to renounce all of his
writings at the demand of Pope Leo X in
1520 and the Holy Roman Emperor
Charles V at the Diet of Worms in 1521
resulted in his excommunication by the
Pope and condemnation as an outlaw by
the Emperor.

Luther taught that salvation and, subse-
quently, eternal life are not earned by
good deeds but are received only as the
free gift of God's grace through the believ-
er's faith in Jesus Christ as redeemer from
sin. His theology challenged the authority
and office of the Pope by teaching that the
Bible is the only source of divinely re-
vealed knowledge from God[3] and op-
posed sacerdotalism by considering all
baptized Christians to be a holy priest-
hood.[4] Those who identify with these,
and all of Luther’s wider teachings, are
called Lutherans, though Luther insisted
on Christian or Evangelical as the only
acceptable names for individuals who
professed Christ.

IP ADDRESSES in Thailand yesterday could not
connect to Harvard University’s Facebook page
amid speculation that the prestigious American
institute might have restricted Thai people’s access
to the page.

Thais continually registered their complaints
on the university’s Facebook page in regard to the
case of Dr Dolrudee Jumlongras, who violated the
conditions of her scholarship and has refused to
pay back the scholarship money owed to Mahidol
University. Instead of working in Thailand, she
instead opted to work as an instructor in
Developmental Biologyat the Harvard University
School of Dental Medicine. Most of the comments
expressed disappointment with Harvard’s failure
to take action against Dolrudee.

When accessing the Facebook Page of Harvard

University at https://www.facebook.com/
Harvard, it shows a message that says: “Sorry, this
content isn't available right now”.

Jetsada Sanudomchok, a Thai Facebook user
who lives in Vientiane, said he could still access
the page.

But many Facebook users in Thailand cannot.
For example, Jib Marn Pin, writer and blogger,
posted on his personal Facebook account that he
could not access the page since Tuesdav night. He

pointed out that the page might have been blocked.

Generally, Facebook page admins can set
“country restrictions” with two options: “Only
show this page to viewers in these countries” and
“Hide this page from viewers in these countries”
with a blank box to fill in the name of the target-
ed country. Facebook can tell which country latr}—
ing to access a page by its [P address and this is a
default feature on Facebook pages.

The Nation sought acomment from Facebook’s
representative on the issue, however as of press
time there was no response.

The denial ofaccess to Harvard's Facebook page
is just one incident after a storm of comments
from Thaiusers blanketed the page. Another inci-
dent is the review score of Harvard University
Facebook page has dropped from 5 stars to 2.3
stars.

IT blogger, Kongdej Keesukpan, pointed out
that in this instance, a lot of complaints from Thai
people regarding the Dr Dolrudee case, might be
considered by Harvard as spam. It is not easy to
delete them, as there were too many comments.
Instead, simplyblocking the page from therestrict-
ed country is easier.

“Complaints from Thais are really like spam.
They can use other methods to convey their
thoughts such as by creating a petition on
www.change.org rather posting their comments
on the university’s page.” said Kongdei.
