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This year, after a year of adjusting to working
in the online platform, we are truly operating in the
new normal. The Office of Justice Affairs continues
to focus on the use of technology as the basis for
communication between agencies in the justice
system, as well as returning to social interaction in a
hybrid manner, for the effectiveness of administering
justice and creating awareness among the people.

The Office of Justice Affairs and the Ministry
of Justice have made several changes to the way
we work in the past year, organizing meetings and
opening spaces for people to participate in activities
to gain knowledge on the law and justice system
through an online platform. The 19" National
Symposium on Justice, on the theme “Thai Justice
and the Next Decade’s Challenges” which was
organized in an online-hybrid format, was special
because of the collaboration with OJA and MCOT
Public Company Limited. The event provided an
opportunity for experts, justice practitioners, and
media personnel to share their experiences,
as it expanded the channel of viewers to reach
approximately ten thousand attendees.

In 2022, the OJA continues to push forward
various laws to promote human rights and
international standards, including the adjusting
of the age of criminal responsibility, as well as building
trust and safety for society by introducing the draft
of the Sexual or Violent Offenses Recidivism

Prevention Act BE.... In this regard, the OJA
established a new working unit “Justice Innovation
Development Group” with the specific task to
promote the implementation of policies and
strategies, in support of the OJA’s upcoming mission
in the next fiscal year.

And as always, we continue to provide
knowledge of the law and the justice system to
everyone. Whether in the form of infographics, videos,
audio media (Podcast), and “Justice Game” through
online platforms and our social media channels.
Another special thing this year is that we have
somewhat abandoned working from home and
social distance to resume field work, distributing
legal knowledge to people in every region as we
have been doing before. Our role as a repository of
knowledge for academics and researchers also
continues through our publication of “Journal of
Thai Justice System”, which is a top tier journal of
the Thai Journal Citation Index Center (TCI).

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Project output for the year 2022: so far, 935 schools from
across the country have taken part in the Yuthitham Upatham project.
All four frames of knowledge were covered by classroom activities.

most activities were conducted online.
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Treatment of Offenders Advancing the Non-custodial measures
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The Office of Justice Affairs, in its capacity of secretariat office to the
sub-committee on non-custodial measures with the participation of a
multidisciplinary team and the communityfor reform and development,
has studied and joined consultative meetings with foreign experts to discuss
the practices and measures that best fit the Thai context. It has been working
on the recommendation to amend the Penal Code relating to alternative
criminal penalties and special conditions for rehabilitation that rely on the
support of multidisciplinary team and the community and submit it to the
Sub-committee for consideration. The goal is the effective reintegration
of ex-offenders back into society. The sections of the Penal Code to be

considered include the following:
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» Section 18 (4) addition of the “alternative to imprisonment measures”
as one of the criminal penalties.

» Section 27 definition of alternative to imprisonment measures.
(court-ordered labor, half-way house detention, physical or
psychological therapy and official mentoring)

» Section 27/1 violation and punishment for violation

» Section 56 concerning the making of social investigation report
and the role of psychologist and social worker

» Section 556/1 moving the probation conditions to other sections
to avoid confusion with the proposed alternative to imprisonment

measures

The designation of the detention of suspects, defendants, or any person who
has been sentenced by a final judgment to a term of imprisonment in any place
other than prison. (the Penal code section 89/1, 89/2, and 246)
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The OJA, as the secretariat to the Sub-committee on Justice System
Coordination and Development, has drafted a guideline to assist in the
designation of any place other than prison to detain suspects, defendants,
or any person who has been sentenced by a final judgment to a term of
imprisonment. It has gone through the intention of the law as well as the
qualification of persons and the incident described in Penal Code sections
89/1, 89/2, and 246 about the designation of places. This is in order to
understand and set forth conditions that are suitable to the current context,
enable effective rehabilitation, reduce recidivism, and reduce the financial

burden on the government.
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In this regards...

The OJA organized an online seminar with 30 academia, experts, and
practitioners from the Court of Justice, prosecutors, police, lawyers,
and representatives from the Ministry of Justice and relevant agencies
to discuss the people qualified, the places, and the conditions.

The OJA organized a meeting with the Department of Probation, the
Department of Corrections, the Kanlaya Rajanagarindra Institute, the
Department of Children and Youth Affairs, and the Ministry of Public Health,
to discuss Section 246, suggestions and limitations that could arise in the
implementation of the law. It talked in specifics about the mentally ill,
their treatment, and the suitable facility in such a case.

The OJA drafted the guidelines for the designation of places other than
prison, proposing home detention curfew as an alternative for a specific

group which needs to be discussed further in detalil.
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The implementation and evaluation of the 3" National Plan for Justice

Administration (BE 2562 - 2565) focused on the directions of five strategies.

(1) Promoting knowledge, understanding, and participation in law and
justice system. This is done by disseminating information about rights and

liberties, the law and justice system, and victim protection, as well as instilling

a culture of lawfulness and a sense of participation.

(8) Improving laws and justice administration. This is to ensure an
efficient justice system in accordance with the good governance principle,

as well as to protect the people’s rights and liberties thoroughly, and equally.

(4) Improving the treatment of offenders. This includes developing a
system of control, treatments and rehabilitation for children, young offenders,
inmates, and probationers, as well as a reintegration follow up that would

effectively prevent reoffending.

(6) Driving adigitalized justice system. This focuses on the development
of databases and the technology that helps integrate data for bette

management of the justice system.

The OJA, in collaboration with the National Institute of Development Administration (NIDA),
drafted the 4" National Plan for Justice Administration (BE 2566-2569) by taking into account
the lessons learned from the 3™ National Plan and the expected trend in justice administration in
the Thai context. During the drafting, gap analyses of the current justice system and prospective
trends were made, and pain points were addressed so that the National Plan could truly serve as
a guideline for justice and relevant agencies in conducting their missions.

The National Plan will be presented to the National Economic and Social Development
Council and the Cabinet, respectively, before coming into effect after being published in the
Royal Gazette.

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The draft of the Suspended Prosecution Act BE .... prescribes that in non-serious
criminal offenses where the offender is likely to change and become a good member of
society and the victim is duly compensated, the prosecution of such offenses should be
suspended and punishment should revert to probationary measures.

The draft law will improve the efficiency of the criminal justice system, allowing the
offender to rectify their wrongdoing without having an unnecessary criminal record. Thisis more
beneficial to the offender, the victims, and society than court proceedings and convictions.

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The compilation of statistics, known as
the “White Paper on Crime & Justice 20217,
was published to reflect the current situation
of crimes and the performance of the criminal
justice system as well as to propose the
prevention, suppression, and monitoring
of crimes. It gathers relevant data scattered
across agencies within the justice system
in one place for easy comprehension and

comparison.

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The OJA conducted the Crime Victimization
Survey to collect datafrom victims of crimes
during the year 2022 (1 January - 31 December
2022). A sample population is randomly selected
from a representative sample of households in
the area of Provincial Police Region 9 and the
Metropolitan Police Bureau who are 18 years of
age or older, totaling 5732 respondents. From
that number, 1876 reported having been a victim

of crime during the selected timeframe.
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- The majority of victims were female,
especially for sexual crime and fraud.

- The 18-25 age group is proportionally
more victimized, with the majority being those
with low income (less than 15000 THB a month),
students, and those with general employment,
respectively.

- The majority of the victims stated that
they were not physically or emotionally harmed
or injured. Those that sustained injuries said
they were seriously injured or had minor injuries,

respectively.

- The reasons most of the
respondents did not report the crimes
to the authorities are because (1) they
see them as minor incidents that cause
no or very little damage, (2) they do not
trust that the system will be effective or
that the police can track down offenders,
and (3) the offenders are acquaintances

or someone powerful and influential.
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- The majority of the respondents felt a high level of safety

in their neighborhood. Just afew of them reported feeling unsafe

in the neighborhood.

- The respondents were moderately satisfied with the

measures taken by the government in dealing with the crime

problem. Most of those who stated they saw the authorities at

work quite often, once a week and once a month, tend to be

more satisfied with the government’s measures in combating

crimes.
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In addition, the OJA conducted a self-reported
delinquency survey among the sample population
of children between 12-18 years of age. A total of
2979 children consented to take part in the survey,
which yielded the following results:

- Males are more likely to report delinquent
behavior compared to females.

- The oldest age group (16-18) reported more
delinquent behaviors.

- The majority of the children stated that their
delinquent behavior begins around the age of 14,
with drug and alcohol use being the most common.

- The sample in the lower economic group is
more likely to report delinquent behaviors, with drug
use and alcohol use as the majority.

- The behaviors that the sample reported were
drug and alcohol use, offenses related to public
order, offenses related to sexual and bodily harm,
offenses related to property, and offenses related
to weapons, respectively. A few of them also
reported gambling and other minor offenses.
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- Samples who report being aware of their peers’ delinquent

behavior are more likely to engage in similar behavior.

The survey concluded that factors
influencing the delinquent behaviors of the
children are personal characteristics, family
bonding, school bonding, peer group, and
neighborhood.

- Individuals with a high level of antisocial
personality are more likely to report delinquency.

- Social institutions, especially families,
are the main source of bonding that could deter
delinquent behaviors in children

- Children with a low level of school bonding
are more likely to develop delinquent behaviors,
as are children in schools with a high level of

disorder.
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- Community-wide disorder is one factor that influences the

delinquent and criminal behaviors of children living there.

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The OJA has pushed forward the development of performance
indicators for the justice system, with the result being seven sets

of 21 Criminal Justice Performance Indicators, under the name

REGRADE covering all agencies from the beginning to the end of

the process.
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In fiscal year 2022, the OJA conducted a public survey in collaboration with Suan
Dusit University to collect data for two indicators: ET1, the percentage of people
who trusted the effectiveness of the justice system, and R1, the proportion of
people who are aware of channels through which they can receive information

about legal rights and basic knowledge to access justice.

The sample population consists of 2,854 people, aged 18 and up, from six regions
and Bangkok. As for the result of ET1, the sample population has moderate trust
in the justice system, with the level of trust measured at 63.20 percent, while for
R1, 56.8 percent of samples responded that they are aware of the channels of

information.
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The survey asked people about their trust in three different aspects, (1) trust
in the overall service, (2) trust in the criminal justice service, and (3) knowledge
about the laws and the system. In at least two areas, the justice system urgently
needs to improve in order to build trust.

1. The standard of the working process, including easy access to good
quality justice services, is still the main challenge.

2. The lack of knowledge and understanding about the laws and the justice
system not only are problematic to the public but also to some practitioners. It is
critical to improve the communication and knowledge tools to address this.

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Improving the Criminal Justice Data using “Data Visualization”
by the National Center for Crime Analytics and Forecasting
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The OJA has established the National Center
for Crime Analytics and Forecasting, which
is responsible for in-depth analysis of data
circulating in the DXC, crime data from official
statistics, victimization survey data, and data
from crime offenders, beginning in 2021.
The center will disseminate crime trends in var-
ious patterns, including year-to-year trends,
periodic trends, and crime mapping, with the
objective of understanding the factors that led
to the change in numbers of crimes so that
relevant agencies could use them as an
accurate reference to prepare budgets,
resources, and services to effectively deal
with the problems. The dissemination of data
also benefits the people in that they get
information on the crime situation in each
locality and see the need to be vigilant.
In addition, the center sends out information
on which agencies to contact in the event of a

crime incident.
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Among its work in the first year, the center
has developed data visualization for crime
and criminal justice statistics. From the
initial analysis, four factors were found
to co-exist with a high number of crimes.
These include (1) the number of population
between 15-19 years of age, (2) the number
of population between 20-24 years of age,
(8) the rate of marriages ending in divorce,

and (4) the number of released ex-inmates.

In 2022, the center will continue to use the
previous year’s data and findings to suggest
projects and their implementation, with the
goal of supporting effective access to justice
in 2023.
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Connecting data is the mission of the Data Exchange Center (DXC). In 2022,
DXC has integrated into its system the casework system of the Royal Thai
Police, which is currently in the process of setting the level of accessibility.
It also upgraded the data input and verification system, as well as managed

the MetaData of the justice agencies.
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In order to elevate its service to effectively provide more vital data, the DXC’s main
server must be upgraded to facilitate its work as the central query system for justice
practitioners. As for the expansion of service, the DXC hosted three online training
sessions for a network of users and local administrators—totaling 238 people—to

be able to use the system in their tasks.

The OJA hosted the 19" National Symposium on Justice Administration under the theme
“Thai Justice and the Next Decade’s Challenges’ during March 30-31, 2022. It was the
second year in arow that such an event was organized in a hybrid online-and-on-site format.
With cooperation from various partners, most importantly the MCOT, the event was
broadcast via MCOT online channels, ZOOM application, the MCU channel by the Maha
Chulalongkorn Rajavidyalaya University, Facebook Live of the Faculty of Criminology and
Criminal Justice Administration at Rangsit University, Facebook Live of the Graduate School
of Public Administration NIDA, and Facebook Live of the network of law faculties. The total
number of people attending online exceeded 10,000, consisting of experts, executives, and
personnel from different justice agencies, the private sector, academia, researchers,

the general public, students, and the media.
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Mr. Somsak Thepsuthin, Justice Minister in the capacity of the Vice Chair of the National

Commission on Justice Administration Development (NCJAD), gave a special talk during the opening

ceremony on the topic of “Shifting the Paradigm for the Administration of Justice in Response to the

Challenges of the Next Decades”. He addressed the NCJAD as a vital mechanism to facilitate the

cooperation of justice agencies from the beginning to the end of the process. Also, he noted that, in

today’s world, justice administration needs to be very well adapted to better serve the people. In this

regard, the Ministry of Justice has successfully passed the Narcotics Code, finished the draft of the

Sexual or Violent Offenses Recidivism Prevention Act, established the JSOC, implemented dispute

resolution, provided financial aid for crime victims through the Justice Fund, and opened up a 24-hour

Justice Care service.

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Professor Wisit Wisitsora-at, the permanent secretary for justice, delivered a talk on “Driving

the Thailand Justice System in the Digital Era.” He stressed that, as the whole world is transforming

from an analog platform to a digital platform, our working methods need to change. It is great that the

justice system has the Master Plan on Information Technology in place. Also noteworthy was the DXC,

which has been in operation for 15 years and currently serves 5-6 million queries each year. However,

given the rapid rate of technological advancement, justice agencies must begin thinking about

developing Al machine learning as well as preparing for the Metaverse, which will be the space

where conflicts may arise in the future.
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Professor Khemchai Chutiwong, Chairman of The Country Reform Committee on Criminal Justice

delivered a talk on “Direction to Justice System Reform”, where he recapped the history of crucial justice

reform until the new Constitution B.E. 2560. He pointed out how government policies, seen as

“big rocks,” essentially influence change in the justice system. He also mentioned the efforts on police

reform and crime investigation reform.

2. “Technology and People-centered
Justice,” a session co-hosted by the Thailand
Institute of Justice (TIJ), discussed the shifting
global trend in the administration of justice
toward a more people-centered approach. Thus,
in order to better comply with the international
standard, it is important that agencies focus
resources on innovation and technology to
facilitate access to justice. The session also
invited attendees to use the “future thinking” tool
to foresee future scenarios in making policies
and strategies, understand the public’s needs,
and find new effective solutions to improve the
justice system.

3. “Catching up with the Digital Economy,”
a session co-hosted by the Office of the
Securities and Exchange Commission, the Bank
of Thailand, and the private sector, discussed
the role of the digital economy, which is becoming
the sole driving force of the Thai economic system.
It is vital for the justice system to coordinate with
regulators and entrepreneurs to improve the
laws and their enforcement in response to the
fast-changing situation. It also proposed the
need for a regulatory impact assessment (RIA)
to strengthen the law, the use of technology to
manage data for monitoring, and communication
and dissemination to businesses to close the

knowledge gap about the relevant law.

4. “Futurist Perspective for the Country’s
Sustainability,” a session co-hosted by academic
institutions with expertise on future studies, also
discussed the future tool used to design the best
and worst scenarios depending on input factors.
It focused on the future of Thailand, which will
likely be shaped by disruptive technology and
Al, and will certainly affect laws and the justice
system. The session explored inequality in
Thai society as a “tragedy” that resulted in
environmental crises, economic recession, and
social conflict and suggested the urgent need
to reform the bureaucratic system, develop better
welfare coverage, improve regulations, improve
accessibility to digital technology, make use of
big data, and mitigate cyber threats. Most
importantly, the justice system must adhere
to the rule of law as opposed to “rule by law”.

5. “Making the Justice System more
Adept to the Modern World,” a session by
MCQOT, also touched upon the idea of improving
the laws to better facilitate the business sector
and increase trust in the justice system. It
emphasized the role of the media in disseminating
knowledge and information about aspects of the
justice system to the general public in a clear
and comprehensible manner, as well as the role
of Alin supporting services such as the Justice
Fund.

® levels. In the past few years, the record number of cyber-related crimes, such as sextortion, romance
124 scams, internet scams, and fraud, grew significantly with the rising online activities resulting from COVID-19.

Globally, people are facing the daily threat of fake websites phishing for information, online shopping
scams, online child grooming and pornography, ransomware, and the dark web, at an unprecedented
rate. Itis a challenge to deal with these cyber-related criminal activities while protecting the privacy and
security of people. Cross sectoral cooperation is needed to stop the criminals, implement preventative
measures, make policy decisions and laws responsive to the problems, as well as educate the public,

especially the children, about the risk and how to protect themselves.
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Advancing the Notary Public Service

The Ministry of Justice has charged the OJA with developing the “notary public service,”
which is required for certifying documents and making affidavits for rights and actions
in order to reduce conflict that could end up in the court of justice. This is an effective
preventative measure that could result in a decrease in the number of court cases and
reduce the potential financial burden on people that could arise in the event of a

conflict, thereby facilitating foreign investment in the country.

Recognizing the need for a notary public service, the OJA has been researching the
practice and planning to create such a profession, as well as organizing workshops to
discuss it with relevant sectors. At present, the OJA is drafting the law on the notary
public profession while, on the other hand, continuing to study and gather knowledge

on the effective practice and implementation.
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Establishing the

Development Group

In response to the effort of pushing for-
ward policies and strategies on justice innova-
tion development that suit Thailand’s changing
social context, the OJA has established the
“Justice Innovation Development Group” to
start operations in the new fiscal year.

The group is responsible for:

- Studying and analyzing ways to active-
ly implement the OJA’s mission by focusing on
the effective integration both within and between
other agencies in the justice system

- Studying and analyzing the implemen-
tation of policies that involve the development
of innovation in the law and the justice system,
in line with the country’s development scheme

- Working on any other task to support
the OJA’s strategic policies

- Supporting integration and cooperation
between relevant agencies

- Promoting the use of and the develop-

ment of law and justice related knowledge
